Budget bills are introduced in the Appropriations Committees of both the Senate & the House.  Typically only half of the bills are considered in each chamber at one time.  Once they are voted out of their respective Subcommittee and then full Appropriations Committee, the bills then swap chambers.

Target Setting


*Final appropriations number for each budget, agreed upon by leadership from the Governor’s Office, the Senate &the House 





Conference Committee


*6 members, 3 from the Senate, 3 from the House


*Must produce a conference report for each budget


*Ensure that the final level of appropriations in the conference reports are equal to appropriations targets set by leadership





Governor Signs Budget Bills or Vetoes Bills


*Vetoed Items are void unless overruled by a 2/3 vote of the legislature
